• I can wait for extended periods while maintaining focus. 

• I respond effectively to verbal instructions with little support or redirection. 

• I am curious and excited about new experiences, flexible with a changing routine.

We acknowledge that for safety reasons our summer trips program 
design requires children to be independent and self-managing within the staff/child ratio (6 years 
is 1:5 /7-13 years is 1:10). The YWCA does not have the staffing to provide 1:1 support. We have 
an inclusion specialist working full time providing guidance and training to staff and ensuring 
strong intentional support for the group. Parents should reach out to the Program Director with 
any/all specific support needs to ensure appropriate accommodations are available.
